
Williamsport, PA — They climbed to NUMBER ONE IN THE WORLD on the world’s largest 
internet music subscriber system. THE FRONT PORCH COUNTRY BAND dominated the 
worldwide country music charts on MP3.com for over a year, with one million song plays (see 
chart below). That’s more than Kenny Rogers, Dolly Parton or Willie Nelson. It’s more than any 
other country recording artist in the world for over a year. The band’s historic chart rise began 
just days after their world premier concert and the release of “Somebody Tonight,” their 14-track 
full-length debut album. Within 
weeks, their  songs were rising on 
the worldwide charts of MP3.com. 
Twelve songs went all the way to 
Number One, where they held the 
top spot for a combined 245 
w e e k s .  N i n e  s o n g s  
simultaneously held Top-40 
Country Chart  posit ions 
worldwide. Their fans listened 
from 150 countries, including 
Europe and Asia. With 40 million 
subscribers, internet giant 
MP3.com became the world’s 
largest internet music subscriber 
system, with 250,000 recording 
artists and 1.6 million songs 
competing daily for overnight 
chart position. MP3.com changed 
c o r p o r a t e  o w n e r s h i p  i n  
December and shut down with 
the band still at Number One.

For more than a year, 
The Front Porch Country Band  remained the most listened-to country recording 
artists in the world on the world’s largest internet music subscriber system. The band 
charted a dozen NUMBER ONE SONGS on MP3.com’s WORLDWIDE CHARTS - 
and became America’s country music ambassador’s to the nation of China.

Album title track entered the worldwide charts at #2,502 in Country 
Blues. Climbed to #1 on 23 September 2002 on worldwide Country 
Blues charts, remaining Number One an incredible 54 weeks!

The band’s first hit single, this rousing country rocker has held 
onto Number One worldwide non-stop for 35 straight weeks!

First entered worldwide charts at #2,179. Held the Top Spot for 
10 weeks in 2 separate chart categories. The moving opening 
tribute from “The American Trilogy” album.

Entered the worldwide “Folk” charts at #1,704. Climbed steadily, 
to #1 on 31 October 2002. Held Number One spot worldwide 39 
weeks. Tribute to JFK & PT-109 which sank in Solomon Isles.

Entered huge worldwide chart category at #9,051. Took #1 for 
weeks 3 November 2002. Remained a worldwide Top 5 favorite 
for over a year - until MP3.com went dark in December 2003.
